























































































































































































































































































































































































































































































































If you have a real tape measure somewhere at home, it will be better to use it than this.  If you do not have a tape measure, you can print this out, cut the strips, and tape them end to end to create a 60 inch paper tape measure, so you do not need to purchase one to do the assignments requiring large measurements.     To assemble, cut out the strips and tape short ends together with the end boundary lines matching, and the numbers in numerical order.  The result will be a 60 inch (5 feet) tape measure with inches, half inches, and quarter inches marked. 

If you need to measure longer distances: two tape measures attached end to end will cover 10 feet, three will cover 15 feet, etc. 

Check the scale against a ruler to make sure that the paper tape printed at the correct scale. 

WARNING: If you use the paper tape measure, then use the same tape measure for all measurements.  Then, if the printed the tape measure is off scale for some reason, all measurements will be consistent with each other, the consistency in the errors will allow you to get the correct angle answers when using trig functions.
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
