Bacteria Gardens
For our next lab meeting you need to grow a bacteria garden. You will grow some bacteria colonies on a petri dish. Obtain a petri dish with a nutrient agar solution and a strip of parafilm and take them home. Bacteria are everywhere. Expose the agar to something in the environment - it could be your skin, a dollar bill, a bit of soil from outside, or whatever else you can think of; or you can just leave the open petri dish exposed to the air somewhere in your home for about 30 minutes. After the exposure, cover the dish and seal it with the parafilm. Label it with your name and what it was exposed to. Leave it some place warm so that any bacteria present have a good chance to grow, and bring it back to our next lab.
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
