WHAT WE WILL DO Nov. 5:
We will meet in the computer lab to share work in small groups.  At this point, you will respond to blogs of at least three other people in the class.
GRADING:

75 points possible.  10 points for having at least four postings in rough form on Nov. 5. 5 points for posting responses to three other people’s blogs. 10 points for style, originality, and hard work.. 30 points for direct responses to M. Butterfly –your reading of it as well as the class performances. 10 points for being very, very specific. 5 points for thorough discussion of one or more of the plays in the Reader. 5 points for grammar, spelling, and punctuation.
