Goals:  English 1A is a transfer level course in reading and composition which prepares students to analyze college texts and to write college papers.  In particular, you should learn to

1. Read and analyze a wide variety of types of writing.

2. Examine texts that are rhetorically and culturally diverse.

3. Generate ideas and topics for essays.

4. Formulate and support theses.

5. Integrate and organize ideas.

6. Develop a personal style and voice appropriate to purpose and audience.

7. Practice writing as a multi-step process.

8. Compose essay with varying purposes, audiences, and rhetorical strategies.

Requirements:

1. Active participation in class discussions.
2. Regular attendance.

3. Keeping up-to-date on the assignments and reading.

4. Five papers, two of which will be written in class.

5. One meeting with the instructor.

6. Two class presentations, both of which include writing. 
7. Thirteen quizzes and in-class assignments.

Form on all papers:


Double-space everything, including indented quotations.  This includes hand-written, in-class essays.


Underline or italicize titles of books, compact discs, full-length plays, television series, movies, and book-length poems.


Put double quotation marks (“  “) around titles of essays, stories, poems, chapters, short plays, and songs.


Use single quotation marks (‘  ‘) only for quotations within quotations.


If a quotation is 4 lines or more, indent a tab from the left and omit quotation marks.
