Honors English Paper #2 – Analysis and Evaluation
Two copies due in draft form (not your laptop) on Oct. 29. Final on Nov. 3.

Form:  Double-spaced. At least 12 font.  Page references in parentheses for all sources. Minimum of three pages.  Maximum of 124.
Content:  Your essay should be an analysis and evaluation of one of the articles we are reading in Silverman and Rader (beginning with the article on “reading” three colleges in San Francisco and ending with Nussbaum’s “Say Everything”) and one appropriate text not analyzed in the original article.  For example, you may analyze the college “reading” article and an object on the De Anza campus or one of the Sicko articles and Sicko. 
Try to use three to seven different “lenses” in order fully to analyze and evaluate your article and “text.”  Use our class discussion and the Silverman and Rader book to think of appropriate and helpful “lenses” for your analysis.  

This is not a research essay.  That means that you need to choose an article and “text” which you already know a great deal about today.  You may definitely talk to people and get their opinions.  You may even email appropriate people.  If you need to do online or library research, please check with Ms. Patton BEFORE you do so.

Grading:  100 points possible.  20 for appropriate quotations and paraphrases from the Silverman and Rader article.  10 points for actually analyzing. 30 points for  depth of thought.  20 points for clarity of analysis and organization.  10 points for taking a risk in your analysis – in form and/ or content.  10 points for grammar, punctuation, and spelling.  5 extra points possible for accurate use of terms from logical analysis (forms of argument and terms for logical fallacies.
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
