Each student is responsible for giving a 10-15 minute presentation on the biography of an author for which the student has selected on the sign-up sheet. This assignment is worth 10% of your grade. To receive a successful grade, the student must:

1) Be prepared for the beginning of the day assigned (on time) No tech problem exceptions

2)  Verbally and visually present knowledge of the author’s life and works (feel free to be creative and have fun !)

3) Apply the biography to the work we are reading for class to help us get a key into the text.

4) Submit an annotated bibliography of at least three works. A bibliography is a listing of the resources, and “annotated” is a brief summary of the main points of each source. Please type on 8 1/2x11 white paper, and use MLA format.

***For pair work: Each student must turn in an individual bibliography, and the pair must divide the presented material in some way. (ex. Works/Life; Youth/Adult; Beginning/End)
