Course Description and Objectives

LART 211 is a learning community (LinC) that integrates reading and writing skills necessary for 

success in college-level courses. We divide the quarter into quarters, starting a new theme unit every three weeks. In each three-week unit, you will read between two and four selections on a theme, take quizzes and a test on the readings, and write an essay on the theme. See our Course Overview for a detailed schedule. The following skill objectives are incorporated throughout the quarter:

As a Reader in LART 211, you will:

1. Develop effective college coping strategies

2. Use vocabulary skills (context clues, word parts, dictionary skills) to tackle new words

3. Determine main idea and purpose

4. Annotate, paraphrase, summarize, and respond critically to readings in various genres

5. Read critically (distinguish fact from opinion, make valid inferences, interpret figures of speech)

6. Identify persuasive claims (thesis) and evaluate evidence

7. Recognize patterns of development and their transitions

As a Writer in LART 211, you will:

1. Write unified, focused, and coherent essays based on a thesis

2. Use specific and concrete details to support the thesis

3. Organize details in a pattern logically related to the thesis

4. Create introductions, transitions, and conclusions

5. Practice writing as a multi-step process with particular attention to planning and revision

6. Identify and practice writing for different audiences and purposes

7. Compose organized and developed essays that increase in complexity

8. Proofread for recurrent usage and sentence-level errors

LART 211 is a Pass/No Pass course. Units awarded in a PASS-NO PASS class are NOT counted in your GPA.  You must pass both parts of the LART 211, Reading and Writing, and pass the Writing Portfolio in order to advance to EWRT 1A.

Attendance and Plagiarism Policies for both Reading and Writing
*Special Opening Day Note: If you are absent any day of the first week, for any reason, we will DROP you to give your spot to a wait-listed student. This is a De Anza College policy. In case of dire emergency, e-mail us or speak with us as soon as possible and be ready to provide documentation. 

Students who attend class regularly are much more likely to succeed. All class time counts. Because reading and writing are skills that improve through constant practice, and because being prompt and present are life skills of responsible adults, the following policies will be followed: 
Absences: You are allowed a total of six clock hours of absence. (This means being absent for 3 whole class sessions, or any combination of separate hours for each of the two teachers adding up to six missed clock hours). If you exceed your 6th hour of absence, you may be withdrawn from class.  If these excess absences happen during the last three weeks of the quarter (after the final withdrawal date), you may receive a No Pass. Please note that a total of three latenesses also equals one absence. We strongly suggest you save your absences for real emergencies.
Lateness: You are late if you enter the room after the instructor has taken attendance and/or started the session. If you are unavoidably late, please take the nearest open seat to the entrance, and see the instructor after class to be sure you are marked late vs. absent. Being late more than 15 minutes counts as one absence. As noted above, three latenesses count as one absence. A pattern of lateness (three times) is considered disruptive conduct* (see note under conduct). Your reason for being late will not change the fact of being late. Graded in-class work, quizzes, or tests missed due to absence or lateness may not be made up. Students who are late or absent are responsible for all announcements made, work due, assignments given, and material covered. Please e-mail a classmate or the instructor or consult our schedule to find out what you missed and stay on task with the class. 
Honesty

We are interested in your ideas as well as how clearly you can discuss the ideas of others. If you use the ideas of anyone else (printed, friends, on-line), acknowledge your source immediately in parentheses.  If you use the words of a source, use quotation marks and acknowledge the source. Plagiarism automatically results in an F for the entire course. If you are uncertain about the rules for using a source, see the instructor before you turn in the assignment.

Participation and Conduct
Collaborative learning requires your participation in group and class discussion; your class “presence” in LART 211 will be public and is graded regularly.  Plan to be present, prepared for and involved in class.
To help us all stay focused on the class lecture/discussion each hour, follow these rules:

· Only one person speaks at a time. 

· Electronic devices should be turned off and out of sight unless permission is given ahead of time by the instructor to aid class discussion. Text messages are distracting, disrespectful, and disruptive. They are not allowed. If you text message during class, you will be asked to leave, counted absent for the remaining class time that day, and not allowed to make up work. 

· Ditto for sleeping in class.
· All students should stay in the classroom except in cases of true emergency. If you must leave the room during instructional time, leave your cell phone on the teacher’s desk as you exit. 

Persistent violations (in excess of three times per quarter) of the above rules may result in your being withdrawn from the class. De Anza College will enforce all policies in the Standards of Student Conduct (see Course Schedule).  If you are the sole primary caregiver of a child, please discuss the cell phone policy with us for clarification. Remember: a pattern of lateness (three tardies) is also disruptive behavior, and may result in being withdrawn from, or not passing the class.

Your Reading Grade: The class is divided into four theme units based on our course title (Healthy, Wealthy, and Wise) and The Color of Water. Each theme unit includes 150 points in the form of skill practices, announced quizzes, pop quizzes, and a unit test. You will pass if you earn at least 70% of the points possible throughout the quarter.

*The Panfili Perfect Week: I encourage you to aim for as many “Perfect Weeks” as possible to earn up to 70 points by the end of the quarter. This means:

· Perfect attendance : no absences, lateness, or early dismissals for any reason
· Preparedness: bring all materials to class; do all homework completely and on time

· Participation: do all in-class work; make helpful comments; never distract or disrupt. If you talk when someone else has the floor, if your cell phone rings during class, if you text message during class, or if you sleep during class, you will not earn your perfect week. 

Great News (to reward the responsible behaviors above):

1. If you earn at least 6 perfect weeks by the end of Week 8, you will be eligible to submit an extra

 credit project for 20-40 points (see Course Pack p. 55 for a list of possible extra-credit projects). 

2. At the end of week 11, you may be waived from the Reading final exam IF you have earned 560 out of 700 points possible (80%) and at least 8 perfect weeks (a “B” with adequate attendance and participation).

Late Work for Natalie:  Students are responsible for turning in all assignments on time. If you are absent on the day a major reading assignment is due, send it with a friend if you can. If not, turn it in the first day you return for one letter-grade down. No work is accepted more than one day after your return. Keep on task by checking your weekly schedule and course overview, or e-mailing me or a friend.   (over)
Make –ups for Natalie :  Since make-up quizzes and tests may not be a true reflection of your knowledge alone, they are extremely rare. Make-ups will be given only at the instructor’s professional discretion, and only if you present a documented reason ahead of time.

*Portfolio: The final for this class will be a portfolio of your writing which will include one in-class essay, one analytical essay, and one essay reflecting on your growth as a writer throughout the quarter. Your portfolio will be evaluated by a committee of English instructors who will determine if your writing demonstrates your readiness for EWRT 1A. If two members of the portfolio evaluation committee determine you are ready for EWRT 1A, you will receive a grade of PASS for LART 211. If two evaluators determine your writing does not yet indicate readiness for EWRT 1A, you will receive a NOT PASSING grade for LART 211.

To be qualified for 1A, students must successfully pass LART 211 (70% or higher) and the portfolio.
Late Work for Julie: You are required to complete all assignments. Papers are due at the beginning of the class period on the due date. Absence, illness, or technology issues are no excuse. Out-of-class essays that are submitted half a week late will receive five points off  and 10 points for a full week late. For every week late after another 10 points will be deducted (in other words, turn your essays in on time ()

In-class essays must be taken on the assigned date.  If you miss an in-class essay without discussing the matter with me beforehand, the essay will not be accepted and you will be ineligible to submit your final portfolio, resulting in a No Pass grade.
