Assignment must be successfully completed to receive Honors credit for the class. Failure to complete the assignment will result in no Honors credit. This assignment will account for 7% of your final grade in the course.

Assignment:

Write an analytical exploration of one or more text read in the course using researched critical or literary theory. Your analysis can be a thematic observation of several texts (for example, a Lacanian analysis of the use of mirrors/reflection in Hurston’s Their Eyes Were Watching God and Cheever’s “The Swimmer”), or a character (for example, a psychoanalytic analysis of Darl in Faulkner’s As I Lay Dying or a feminist theory analysis of Lady Brett Ashley in Hemingway’s The Sun Also Rises), or an entire text (for example, a queer theory analysis of Jake, the Count, and Montoya in The Sun Also Rises)

Requirements:

1. 3 full typed pages minimum

2. 1 researched articles (literary and/or critical theory)**

3. A strong central argument 

A. In response to both the literature and theory 

B. Or a response to the literature supported by the theory

4. Developed and insightful analysis with textual evidence

**Remember you will need to do research for this assignment and work to synthesize your analysis with the analysis of the theory and the literature. Essentially you are incorpering an additional component—theory, someone else’s opinion. You analysis should be in response to both the literature and the theory.

**Please feel free to seek me out for additional help with this project. It’s best to come up with the text you are most interested in first, brainstorm, and see what research is available before you construct a finalized argument.
