What do I feel? (anger-fear-pleasure)?  What might others feel?  What does it motivate me to do?





For whom do I have empathy when I look at It? Someone in the image? Someone looking at it?





With whom do I identify in the image? 





With whom do I want to share my feelings about the image?





What is the focus of the image? Where is my eye drawn/deflected? Perspective?





What other data do I need to gather about it? What research could I do?








Who, what, when, where? What is the real-world context of the image / of its media?








What is its media? What do you actually see within its frame? What are its elements/details?








SENSORY (SIGHT) / DATA-GATHERING / FACTUAL / DETAIL-ORIENTED / FORMAL / INQUISITIVE RESPONSE





What are its most important elements? Is it part of a larger system?








Paraphrase the image: write a caption for a newspaper for it. 








Classify/categorize/compare-and-contrast it to other images/media.





What is the logic within the image? What judgment do you, or might others make about it? 





RATIONAL / ANALYTICAL / EVALUATIVE / JUDGMENTAL / CLASSIFYING / LOGICAL / STRUCTURED RESPONSE





Write a one-word abstract title for it, as if it were a painting to be hung on a wall.





What is my first hunch about it? 





What does it symbolize in a larger, universal sense? Values? Beliefs? Truths?





What does it make me wonder about/imagine? In what way(s) does it inspire me?
