Assignment 1-2: Revision of “Writer’s Biography”

Revise your first "Writer's Biography" assignment and post it here by replying to this message before midnight, Sunday, October 21.

· Your revision should focus even more narrowly on the physical aspects of the writing environment you described in your first essay. (To accomplish this, you may need to cut significant portions of your first essay, and describe in greater detail the parts that are left.)

· Your essay should be one paragraph long (350 words, minimum). There is no maximum length requirement, but keep in mind that a passing essay will have no more than two errors per page. I highly recommend that you visit the WRC before you post the final version of your essay!

· Structure your paragraph, using the P.I.E. formula (Point-Illustration-Explanation).

Recommended process:

1. Choose the part of your first essay upon which you will focus your revision. (This should be a "snapshot" of a part of the writing environment you described in your first essay.) This "snapshot" focus may be as panoramic as the beach on which you were sitting as you wrote your written meditation, as limited as your bedroom, or as narrow as the tension in your right shoulder as you were writing.)

2. Describe the "snapshot" so that your reader will be able to "see" it in her or his mind's eye. Enrich the Illustration of this "snapshot" with lots of sensory detail. (And then add even more!)

3. Write a title as if it were a caption under a "snapshot" in a photo album.

4. Introduce your paragraph by writing the meaning of your title in a complete sentence (your Point).

5. End your paragraph with an Explanation of the significance of the "snapshot" to you, and the significance it might have or should have for your readers.
