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Simile for a Feeling

1. Make sure that there is a Student Folder icon on your desktop.

2. Open a word processing program (Word).

3. Open a new blank document.

4. Set the right, left, top and bottom margins to 1”.

5. Set the spacing to double.

6. Create the header in the top right-and corner.

7. Create the header in the body of the document, following the example, above.

8. Create a centered title: Simile for a Feeling. 

9. Return, and set Align Left

10. Save As: YourLastName Simile 

11. On p. 169, of The Curious Incident of the Dog in the Night-time, Christopher uses a simile to describe a feeling. Write a paragraph in which you do the same thing.

a. Pick a feeling. Describe this feeling by 1) using a simile to describe the feeling, and then 2) going on to describe the feeling in more detail.  Do not name the feeling in your paragraph, however.

b. Tip—there are 3 basic feelings: Fear, Pleasure, and Anger, but infinite variations of these feelings, e.g., “terrified,” or “anxious,”; “in love,” or “happy”; “irritated” or “enraged,” etc., etc. Use a thesaurus if you want to.)

12. Print out a copy.

13. E-mail yourself a copy and cc it to Mary.
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
