Course Description & Objectives:


Welcome to Reading 201!  In this course we will practice reading a variety of college level materials that will help to build your confidence in reading, and we will draw from and develop your background knowledge on many interesting contemporary topics. We will look at each reading from many angles, such as from your standpoint, and the author’s standpoint, and we’ll examine the relevance of the topic to your life and other people’s lives.  We will also look at details of the readings, helping to increase your vocabulary and understand sentences more deeply.  We will approach the readings in different ways by developing our own questions, free writing, discussing, mapping, and using kinesthetic methods.   In addition to improving your reading skills, we will take a survey in class to determine if students are interested in learning study skills, such as note taking and time management. 

The overall goal of Read 201 is to discover that each of us has the power to read and respond to materials in many successful ways. We will find that through discussion both before and after reading, that the task of reading can be challenging, enriching and enjoyable.  By the end of this course you will feel confident that you have mastered several complex readings and that you are comfortable in handling more lengthy readings in Read 100, English 1A and in your content area courses.


My goal as a teacher is to help you enhance your individual strengths in reading, thinking and learning to assist you in reaching your goals in this class and beyond.  Please feel free to call or stop by my office if you need individual attention.  Remember, improvement in reading requires practice just as you work to improve a favorite sport or musical instrument.
