One of My Favorite Things

All of us have favorite things, but how often do we clearly articulate why these things are so great?  For this assignment you will need to choose something (i.e. movie, song, celebrity, car, food, instructor, class, color, etc.) and defend why you find it to be so worthwhile.  Before beginning your essay read through pages 167-170 in your text,  The Structure of Argument. After choosing your favorite thing, write a short essay that meets the following guidelines:

· Develop a vivid opening paragraph that includes a brief description of your favorite thing and includes information relevant to why you like it so much. Try to describe/define instead of evaluate your favorite thing at this point. Be sure to include a value proposition in your opening paragraph.

· Next , choose value criteria that are relevant to what you chose (i.e. if you chose a movie, you would want to select relevant standards such as brilliant acting or well-written script). Limit your value criteria to no more than three. You need to justify why you feel these values are important and significant, especially when compared to other potential values.

· Finally, you will need to show how your favorite thing applies to the value criteria you’ve selected. Try to offer several points that show how your object embodies this value, including the qualities it has, the actions it has taken, the event it has been involved with, etc. Use examples and illustrations to support your points.

This paper should be typed and no more than two pages in length. Essays are due at the beginning of the period on the assigned due date.
