Grades  Please keep a file of all your work throughout the quarter so you can track your progress and check your grade against the scores. You may check your grade at any time using a standard percentage scale: 90% of the total points possible is an A, 80% is a B, etc. This applies to individual assignments as well as our cumulative point total.

Concept Review Questions/Midterm and Final Each week you will complete concept review questions (these are take-home quiz questions) that cover assigned readings as well as classroom activities and discussions. These review questions will help you prepare your speeches. The midterm is your informative speech plus outline and the final is your persuasive speech plus outline.

Outline Requirements  A complete typed full-sentence outline including the type of speech, a thesis statement or proposition, your key 
points, and works cited will be handed in before presenting your speech.  Take the opportunity to ask for feedback on your outlines and ideas before the speech is to be delivered. See me if you feel you need individual tutorial assistance.

ATC 102  We will have an orientation to on-line research in the Open Media Lab and use of the writing lab in ATC 102. These labs will be available to you for research and outline preparation during open periods. You must have a student body card in order to use these labs and in order to complete this course.
Participation As we do in organizations, we will spend much of our time working in teams.  Because students will learn by doing and observing, it is especially important that you attend class.  You will receive points for your attendance and your participation in class activities. This course depends on your participation for its success; therefore, it is necessary that you are here on time at all class meetings.  It is important that you have carefully read assigned chapters before class so that you are prepared to understand and work on speech assignments.  You will be encouraged to share your ideas with the class, listen respectfully to others, and provide feedback on other student speeches. 

Participation includes, but is not limited to the following

· Active, constructive peer discussions, peer outline reviews, and chapter reviews (this requires preparation)

· Participation in oral and written peer feedback 

· Staying focused on your work and tasks at hand and asking questions

· Fulfilling your commitments to your fellow students and to me

· Serving as timer and recorder as needed

· Turning off all cell phones and electronic devices during class 
Attendance Points are deducted for each absence and tardy arrival after your first.  More than three consecutive absences without a legitimate excuse, or a total of six absences may result in an automatic “F” grade. There are no speech make-ups in this class, so please plan accordingly and if you must be absent on a presentation date then you can make arrangements to switch with another student.  Please do not ask to be excused from class to make up attendance in another class or to take care of personal, student body, or social business. Late assignments/outlines/exams will automatically receive a10% per day point deduction.

Develop original, organized presentations which are personalized to the audience, developed with an effective plan and purpose, developed with vivid and descriptive stories, ideas and information appropriate to the assignment, delivered in a confident, polished, extemporaneous style, within the time limits, and presented on schedule. 

Each speech should contain:

· an introduction that captivates audience attention toward


the thesis statement or proposition;

· an effective thesis statement or proposition that lets the


listener know, in very specific terms, the purpose and


perspective of the speech;

· main point organization that is logical and coherent with


the thesis statement or proposition;

· transitional devices which tie the elements of the speech


together in a coherent manner;

· vivid content development personalized by the speaker;

· a purposeful conclusion which ties neatly with the rest of


your speech and leaves no doubt about what you want


the audience to do with the information you have given them.

Our goal is to engage the audience with memorable content using extemporaneous delivery techniques. To achieve this goal you must practice the delivery of your speech several times over a period of several days before your scheduled presentation in class. Be sure to use brief notes on note cards and absolutely do not read your speech to the audience. Be sure to time yourself during your practice sessions to ensure you are within the time limits.
