Course Description 
This course focuses on understanding native speakers' speech and production of speech that is intelligible and accurate 
through the study and practice of the English language consonant sounds, voicing, aspiration, grammatical endings, 
linking, and sound change.

• Listen, understand, and make appropriate oral and written responses to the English language consonant 
sounds, voicing, aspiration, grammatical endings, linking, and sound change. 

• Use the English language consonant sounds, voicing, aspiration, grammatical endings, linking, and sound 
change to produce speech that is intelligible and accurate. 

• Develop the ability to self-monitor, analyze errors, and self-correct oral production.
